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VPN settings11.1.4 

A mobile virtual private network (mobile VPN or mVPN) provides mobile 
devices with access to network resources and software applications on 
their home network, when they connect via other wireless or wired 
networks. Mobile VPNs are used in environments where workers need to 
keep application sessions open at all times, throughout the working day, 
as the user connects via various wireless networks, encounters gaps in 
coverage, or suspend-and-resumes their devices to preserve battery life. A 
conventional VPN cannot survive such events because the network tunnel 
is disrupted, causing applications to disconnect, time out, fail, or even the 
computing device itself to crash.

Call settings11.2 

Use Call settings to configure normal phone call settings and other special 
features offered by your carrier. You can also use Call settings to configure 
the phone so that it can place outgoing calls only to a fixed set of phone 
numbers.

Fixed Dialing Numbers11.2.1 

Fixed Dialing Number (FDN) is a service mode of SIM, where outgoing 
calls are restricted to a set of phone numbers. These numbers are added 
to the FDN list. The most common practical application of FDN is for 
parents to restrict the phone numbers to which their children can dial.

For security reasons, you’ll be prompted to enable FDN by entering SIM 
PIN2 which is usually acquired from your service provider or SIM maker.

Set up SIM card lock 

Opens a screen where you can configure the PIN required to use the 
phone, and where you can change the SIM PIN.

Visible passwords 

Mark the check box to show password as you type.
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Credential storage11.4.5 

Use secure credentials 

Mark the check box to allow applications to access your phone’s 
encrypted store of secure certificates and related passwords and other 
credentials. Credential storage is used to establish some kinds of VPN 
and Wi-Fi connections. If you have not set a password for the credential 
storage, this setting is dimmed.

Install from SD card 

Touch to install encrypted certificates from the MicroSD card.

Touch to set a password for the credential storage (at least 8 
characters).

Touch to clear credential storage of all contents and reset its password.

Applications11.5 

You use the Applications settings to view details about the applications 
installed on your phone, to manage their data and force them to stop, and 
to set whether you want to permit installation of applications that you 
obtain from web sites and email.

Unknown sources 

Mark the check box to permit installation of applications that you obtain 
from web sites, email, or other locations other than Android Market.

To protect your phone and personal data, download applications only 
from trusted sources, such as Android Market.

Manage applications

Touch to manage and remove installed applications.

Running services 

Touch to open a list of services—applications or parts of applications 
that provide services to other applications, or that run even when their 
main application isn’t running. Examples include the Android onscreen 
keyboard and the small portion of Google Talk that always listens for 
incoming messages. Above each service, one or more gray bars show 
what processes the running service needs and how much memory they're 
using (how much memory you would recover if you stopped the service). 
Depending on the service, when you touch it in the list it either opens a 
dialog in which you can stop it or opens its Settings screen. 

Development

The Development screen contains settings that are useful for developing 
Android applications. For full information, including documentation of the 
Android applications and development tools, see the Android developer 
web site (http://developer.android.com).

USB debugging:•  mark the check box to permit debugging tools on a 
computer to communicate with your phone via a USB connection.

Stay awake:•  mark the check box to prevent the screen from dimming 
and locking when the phone is connected to a charger or to a USB 
device that provides power.

Use the Accounts & Sync settings to add, remove, and manage your 
Google and other supported accounts. You also use these settings to 
control how and whether all applications send, receive, and synchronize 
data on their own schedules, and whether all applications can synchronize 
user data automatically.

Gmail, Google Calendar, and other applications may also have their own 
settings to control how they synchronize data; see the sections on those 
applications for details.
