Home screen

The home screen is the starting point for using your device. For your convenience, the home screen is already set up with

some useful apps and widgets.
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NOTE: Your device features and the home screen may be different depending on your location, language, carrier,
and device model.

You can customize your own home screen at any time.
e Home screen
On the first home screen, there is a Google Search bar, a video widget and a Lenovo Weather widget.
The other home screens contain some apps.



Preview screen

Tap and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons.

At the bottom of the screen are widgets.

Add a home screen

On the preview screen, slide the home screens to the left. When you see the last home screen, tap + to add a
home screen.

Delete a home screen

On the preview screen, tap X on the home screen that you want to delete.

Add a widget to a home screen

On the preview screen, slide the widgets list left or right, drag a widget to where you want to place it, and release
it.

Change the wallpaper

Go to Settings > DEVICE > Display > Wallpaper and choose the wallpaper that you like.

Move an app to another screen

Tap and hold an app that you want to move, drag it to the left or right side of the screen, then release it where
you want to place it.

Uninstall an app

1. Tap and hold the app you want to remove.

2. Tap X at the top left corner of the app.

3. Tap OK to uninstall the app.

Note: If there is no X showing at the top left of the app, this means the app should not be uninstalled.

There are three buttons at the bottom of the home screen.

e Back button: Tap ¥ to return to the previous page.
« Home button: Tap = to return to the default home screen.
e« Recent button: Tap = to see recent apps. Then you can do the following:

e Tap an app to open it.
e Tap and hold an app to review the app info.

Sync

You can transfer data between your device and computer. Transfer music, pictures, videos, documents, Android application
package (APK) files, and so on.

Connecting your device and computer

Connect your device and computer with a data line.
If you slide the top of the screen, you will see "USB connected" in the notification bar.
Tap USB connected for other options.
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Follow these steps:
e Find the new disk on the device.
e Copy the files.

Installing APK

Follow these steps:




e You need to set the device to allow installation of apps obtained from unknown sources.
Go to Settings > PERSONAL > Security, select Unknown sources and tap OK.

e Copy the APK file from the computer to the device in "Media device (MTP)" mode.

e Open the apps category in the File Browser.



Projection

Using the Projection application, go to Projection.

Turn Projection On/Off

e Hold the Projection switch down for a few seconds.
e Tap Projection at the bottom of the switch.
e Go to Settings > Projection.

Theater, Photo or Document: You can view local video, images and documents easily through Projection. Hold down a
document to delete it and select multiple operations.

Favorites List: You can bookmark documents you like. Bookmarked documents will be marked with a * in their upper
right corner.

Video Applications List: You can play videos using the applications on this list.

You can create your own unique photo story in the Story Scene. Press + to set themes, projection photos, music,
playing duration and photo story covers, then press Save. Next time, you will be able to directly view your personal
photo stories.



Split Screen/Full Screen Projection

Go to the Projection application and press Il;l you can switch between split screen and full screen projection, so you can
handle different tasks at the same time.

Note: This function can only be used when Projection is turned on.

When split screen projection is selected, only the current image content within the Projection application is projected.
When full screen projection is selected, all current image content on the device's screen is projected.

Projection Settings

Press E> Settings, for Projection settings.

e Display: You can set enhanced Projection modes for brightness and color.

e Landscape: When selected, the screen will remain in landscape mode when projection is switched on.

e Automatic rest screen: You can set a time for the screen to automatically rest. In addition, when Projection is
turned on, you can also activate the rest screen manually by briefly pressing the On/Off button.

e Keystone Correction: You can set this to automatic or manual keystone correction. Projecting upwards creates a
trapezoid-shaped image, this function can correct it and make the image rectangular.
